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BLACK HOLES

In the 1960 s the most important
discoveries in astronomy were pulsars and
quasars. (Pulsars are regularly pulsating
cadio soutces, Quasars are 1adio and opti-
cal saurces of eprormous intensity which
amit far more energy than an entire galaxy.

The detection of pulsassand gquasars
led to the search and discovery in the 70
of a new class of objects that may be the
most hizzare physical phenomena in the
gniverse: These phenomena are called
Black Hales, (& Black Hole is a theoretical
abject whose gravitational pull is 50 strong
that not even light can escape it}

Black holes are proposed by astrophy-
sicists 4 the last stage in the life history
of very largs stars, Black holes were first
suggested in 1795 by the French mathem-
atician Pierre Laplace, on the basis of
flewton’s Theery of Gravity, In 1938
the Americen physicist J. Robert Oppen-
haimer showed that similar objects are also
predicted by Einstiens general Theory of
Relativity,

WHAT ARE BLACK HOLES

Extraordinary they are, black fiolas ara
merely products of a universal phenomens:
physical aging. After thousands of years,
stars begin to cool and contract.  As their
dimensions decrease, thelr gravitational
farces increase, Eventually, all stars colla-
pse under their own gravity. The more

12

massive the star, the larger its gravita-
tional attraction, and the greater its. coll-
apse.

|fastar iz greatly compressed, its

gurface gravity would then be so great
that nothing could prevent it from shrink:

ing without limit, thus making it a black
hole. Inside a black hole, thera isa criti-
cal radius known as the Schwarzschild
Radius: inside which space and time Be-
come highly distorted. The effect 15 10
imprison anything which falls  through
this radius. Therefore, black holes can
grow in size as they sweep up more mate-
rial, but no amount of energy can enable

a body inside to escape, therefore, we
cannot see a Black Hole.

What Happens Inside a Black Hole

The fate of the compressed object
straing our comprehension. Theory predicts
that in a few thousandths of 3 second the
sucked matter collides in the centre of the
black hole at & single mathematical paint.
The density of the star would then rise to
infinity. i
Properties of Black Holes

Linlike every other physical object,
black holes have neither size nor shape in
the conventional sense, but they Function |
within a diameter of about. 15 kms. They
have masses ranging from that of the sun
to & hundred million times as much. They
act like vorlies; any stray martter or energy



that passes too close to 8 black hole with-
in & critical distance will be iresistibly
drawn into the black hole.

Other black hole properties are even
stranger. Under normal tonditions, an
object maintains its size but iz subject to
physical aging. Inside the black hole it
does not age but continuously becomes
smallar.

Detecting A Black Hole

One way of detecting black hales is
thraugh the gravity waves thay emit at the
time they collapse, Any stellar mass of
a symmetrical shape gives off gravitational
radistion. But only gravitational collapse
invalving very large masses and very rapid
incredases in radiation, is expected to pro-
vide obviously detectable source,

However, a way round “this problem
has been proposed. When stray matfer
such as-contained in Interstellar Gasclouds
drifts past a black hole’s horizen, it funn-
els down into the collapsed star. When
this happens the intersteliar cloud’s matter
digappears into an invisible point, which
is the black-hele. When matter is sucked
in by black hole, it is heated by compress-
ion and radistes energy, usually X-rays,
Thessa X-rays provide a detectable source
to determine the exact position of the
biack hate,

Intersteifar Gas Clouds, howevar
would not pass through a black hola's

hotizon very often. A better chance of
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locating one oceurs when the black
hole belongs to a binary systam (two stars
that revelve around each other) and is
drawing matter constanty. Matter from
thermonuctear explosions on the pear by
stars surfece will be pulled into orbit
around the black hele, spiral downward
and produce large emissions of radiation,
Such emizsions (X-rays) can be detected
by K-ray astronomy.

A Designated Black Hole

In 1970, a United states atificial satellite
the Uhuru, was launched off the coast of
East Africa. It's purpose was to defect
stellar. sources of Xerays, free of the inter-
ference of the earth’s stmosphere. Uhury
has found over 100 sources of w-ray. The

thrae strongest are Cygnus ¥-1, Centaurys
X3 and Lupes X-1.

Cygnus X1 pulses very rapidly,
Unlike conventional pulsars, Cygnus X-1
gmits na radio waves and has no detec
able gas clouds.

This X-ray source is a rotating, gravit-
gtionally-collapsed object, but itis cert-
ainly nat an ordinary peutran star. |t is
either a peculiar neutron staror an un-
